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Removing Autofill Login-ID's

When logging in to TapeTrack, a list of possible usernames, that have been used previously, is
presented to facilitate a more efficient login procedure.

While this feature is convenient, if a username has been removed from TapeTrack, or an incorrect
username or value has been entered by mistake the presented list of options can become cluttered
with useless information. These values are computer specific and stored directly in the registry.

Changes made to the Windows registry happen immediately, and no backup is
automatically made. Do not edit the Windows registry unless you are qualified and
confident about doing so.
