Record is locked and must be unlocked by Administrator
is caused by trying to update or move a Volume that has an Update Lock applied to enforce the
current state of the Volume remains unchanged.

To update the Volume's status, the Update Lock must be removed by a user with tapemaster rights.

The process to remove the Update Lock depends on what level the Update Lock was applied to.

Update Lock Applied To Individual Volumes

If the Update Lock was applied directly to the Volume level, an L flag will be displayed in TapeMaster
in the Flags column on all locked Volumes.

Unlocking An Individual Volume

Double click, or right click and select Properties, on the required Volume to open the Volume
Properties window.

Open the Options tab and expand the Flags section by clicking on the + symbol.

Set the Update Lock to False and click Save to commit the updated information.
